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Abstract

The present research aims to investigate communicative relation and
integration of family with religious orientation (internal- external) among
students in Payam-e-Noor University (PNU) Andimeshk branch. This study was
of descriptive- correlational type with statistical population including 327
subjects among students from Andimeshk (PNU) University where they were
elected using multistage clustered sampling method. To collect research data,
Religious Orientation Questionnaire (Alport & Ross, 1967), Family Integration
Inventory (Olson, 1999) and Revised Family Relational Pattern Scale (Ricci &
Fitz Patrick, 1990) were utilized and they enjoyed high validity and reliability.
Data were analyzed using descriptive statistical method and regressive
correlation and by means of SPSS software. The research hypothesis was based
on this point whether there was any simple and multiple relations between
communicative relations of family (dialogue and conformity patterns) and family
integration with religious orientation (internal and external) among students or
not. The findings showed that the variables of family integration, communicative
dialogue pattern and conformity pattern could predict external religious
orientation positively and significantly. The communicative dialogue pattern is
not a significant predictor for internal religious orientation (p>0.01). However
variables of conformity communicative pattern and family integration were
positive and significant predictors for internal religious orientation. Thus, the
rate of religious orientation is affected by communicative patterns and
integration of family to great extent.
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
